· Plans and funding are currently being developed for two commuter train lines – one linking Detroit, Metro Airport and Ann Arbor, the other linking Ann Arbor to Livingston County – which should be running within two years.

· The City of Detroit is taking crucial steps towards building rapid transit on Woodward Avenue and elsewhere through their Detroit Transit Options for Growth Study (www.DTOGS.org).

· The leaders of Wayne, Oakland and Macomb Counties and the City of Detroit have joined together to hire a regional transit czar, John Hertel, to develop a comprehensive regional transit plan including bus improvements and real rapid transit investments.
